Come join us on our tenth motorcar excursion across most of middle Georgia.  Follow the line of the old Seaboard Airline Railway 
through rich fertile farming country at its best.  Expect to see fields of peanuts, watermelons, soybeans, cotton, corn, and Georgia’s 
most beautiful tree, the pecan.  During your two day trip you will cross three of Georgia’s largest inland rivers: the Little Oconee, the 
Flint, and the Ocmulgee.

Americus is the home office of the Heart of Georgia Railroad and uses former trackage of the Seaboard Airline Railway.  A Central of 
Georgia Railway timetable, dated April 1953, lists many famous passenger trains stopping here, including: The Southwind; The 
Flamingo; The Seminole; The City of Miami; as well as four local passenger trains. Your cost for both wonderful days is: $175.00.   I’m 
sorry but I can’t split the days.
